Living Room: 

1. On the fireplace:  3 child carousel horses 
2. Collection of folk art bird houses, an architectural model of a post and beam home 
3. Contemporary ceramic Humpty Dumpty piggy bank 

 
 
Quilt Room: 

1. 1920’s newel posts from Pennsylvania, now made into standing lamp bases 
2. 20th century cow rocking toy 
3. Quilt in the broken star pattern from the 1st quarter of the 20th century from PA 

 
Wine Country Room: 

1. Collection of gathering baskets used graphically on the wall 
2. Princess feather quilt with grape trapunto border 

 
Kitchen Cupboard: 

1. Collection of bone handled carving sets displayed in shadow boxes 
2. Collection of antique kitchen implements  
3. Seltzer bottles now living anew as bedside table lamps 
4. Antique French sheets now living life as bed hangings 

 
Safari Room: 

1. African drums 
2. Bronze bank teller windows, numbered 1 through 4 behind which are paintings of wild 

cats 
3. Leather suitcases stacked to be used as bedside end tables 
4. Youth bed converted into king size headboard 

 
Sonoma Lodge: 

1. Collection of Indian clubs 
2. Wood goose decoy 
3. Grouping of antique fishing nets, poles, reels, snowshoes 
4. Deer horns made into bedside table lamps 

 

Folk Art: 
1. Reproduction folk art croquet wickets in the form of horse jockies 
2. Child’s red and white crib dated 1894 
3. Folky model of river paddle wheeler 
4. Two cloth humpty dumpty dolls

1. Collection of brass sprinklers from the 40’s and 50’s 
2. Collection of flower frogs 
3. Collection of brass hose nozzles

7. Cape Cod folk art painting of mermaids and sailors at a tavern 
8. Sunbonnet children’s quilt

1. Child shoe trees running up a wall 
2. Screen door made into a headboard 
3. Ringmaster’s jacket 
4. Carnival give-aways 
5. Rag dolls
